Procedure

1. Go to www.investopedia.com
2. Hover over “Simulator”  (at the top of the page) and then select “Stock Simulator”
3. Create an account by filling in the “Register Now” box
a. Use school e-mail

b. user name  ***create a school-appropriate user name  
c. create password

d. confirm password


4. Register using your e-mail  ***Do not, for any reason, give any other personal information – it is not needed to use the simulator or participate in this challenge
5. When the Free Newsletter page opens, scroll to the bottom and select “skip and continue”
6. When the Free Member Registration page opens, select “Skip” at the bottom of the page
7. Re-select “Stock Simulator” at the top of the page

8. When the “Join A Game” page comes up, select “Investopedia Game 2017 No End”
9. click “Trade” to look up and purchase stocks

10. track your account as often as you like (Investopedia will update your portfolios at the conclusion of each business day)
